Fall Meeting Minutes

1.
Every coordinator declared the number and type of teams their parish would sponsor for the 2005-2006 Girls CYO Basketball season.

2.
We agreed that Varsity would play each other once, Intermediate approx. 1 ½ times around, JV one time around and Novice would play approximately 12 games. This frequency was based on the number and type of teams that were declared that evening.

3.
The secretary was provided specific gym information from parishes so that the regular season game scheduling could begin. The secretary would take this gym information and incorporate the Trinity, Main Street gym and Bishop McDevitt special limitation information and with-in approximately two weeks, issue a preliminary schedule for coordinators to start the adjustment/tweaking process. These changes would then be communicated back to the secretary for final adjustments to the initial schedule and the secretary would issue a final schedule on or before November 1, 2005.

4.
The Dios change in no game scores, standings, or league champion could be kept for Novice level play. Also no league standings or league champion could be kept for the intermediate group.

The league also adopted the rule that supported the Dios position that a parish could not have an intermediate team without a varsity team first.

We agreed to maintain the web-site at the $100 fee to be on a server payable in approximately May of each year and $600 for the availability throughout the year with Joe Gabriel managing the site and the acceptance of scores on a weekly basis submitted by coaches as well as posting and updating other types of information throughout the year as needed. The $600 is payable in the early part of the season.

The roster due date is November 15, 2005 submitted to the Commissioner by the coordinators for review and final submittal to the Dios by December 1 by the Commissioner.

League fee checks which include Dios fees, tournament fees, web-site fees and referee association fees are calculated by the Treasurer and emailed to the coordinators after this meeting and are due with the rosters on or before November 15, 2005.

10.
The referee association required two referees at all levels of play primarily for safety issues. They did agree to charge a lesser fee for Novice level referees and a higher fee for all levels above Novice.

Donnie Epply, head of the referee association required a complete girls schedule in advance of the season and any changes for an upcoming weekend be provided to him on or before the Wednesday preceding the upcoming weekend.
