May 2010 Spring Meeting Minutes - Girls CYO
1.
All parishes has representation except Harrisburg Catholic, Lebanon Catholic, and Prince 
of Peace. 

2.
The fall minutes were approved.

3.
Mary Balaban was elected Commissioner for 2010-2011 CYO season.


Dave Spishock was elected Treasurer for 2010-2011 CYO season.


No one ran for Secretary so this position remained open until filled.

4.
The Treasure report included $3024.50 currently in the bank account. About $1500 was 
stilled 
owed to the referee association for association fees related to regular season and 
league 
tournament games therefore the net balance should be about $1500. 

5.
Change the intermediate rules in the bylaw to eliminate "no foul shots will occur until 
after the 10th team foul or starting with the eleventh foul" and "all foul shots will 
be one 
and one" to follow PIAA rules. Also change the rule in the bylaw that states " the clock 
will stop during timeouts, injury situations, and in the last two minutes of 
the second 
half in accordance with PIAA rules" to each half.  
6.
Reduce the Lancaster scrimmage games from the first two weekends of December to 
only the first weekend of December.

7.
Reduce the number of Novice games per season to 12 games. Allow the other levels to 
play each other two times. 

8.
Maintain the cancellation policy instituted for the 2009-2010 season. 

9.
The "PINK OUT" was a great success resulting in over $3000 collected.

10.
The referee fees on the floor are expected to increase $2.00 per referee for all levels.

11.
Kevin Cicak presented his opinions and concerns about the executive's board decision to 
modify a bylaw rule. The result of the presentation created dialogue among the 
coordinators that resulted in the following modification to the bylaws. Add language 
to the bylaws to allow the executive board the discretionary power to modify the 
interpretation of the girls league bylaws as needed but they are required to have a 
unanimous decision by the entire executive board to do so. If the board is not fully 
staffed (less than three), the parish coordinators must approve the change by a 
majority vote in addition to the unanimous board vote.

General discussion on the Bob Savitsky resignation and Rob Williams approach to filling 
the slot.

14.
General comments were mentioned on the Mike Kman letter.

15,
A general discussion took place on the need by all parishes to declare 5 starters on 
Varsity that cannot swing to intermediate. There was also general discussion that minutes 
should be limited for swing players that play two games on the same day.

The executive board stated that any issues that arise during the season that require board 
involvement and result in communication with parish coaches, coordinators, or 
associations will also include communication to the parish leader.
